The parties agree that, at this stage, this MOU and its content, and any information exchanged
between them, is confidential, and neither may disclose anything to any third parties about the
potential collaboration, without the other's express written consent.

Each party’'s costs in undertaking any preparatory work and negotiation are their own. This
Memorandum of Understanding is a statement of the parties’ intentions only, and it is not intended
to create binding or legal obligations on any party except conceming this section 3.

This Memorandum of Understanding takes effect from the date the last party signs, and is valid for

three years thereafter, unless terminated by the written notice of either party. This Memorandum of
Understanding may be renewed for a further period if agreed in writing by both parties.
